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Topic homework ideas
During Spring Term 2, Year 5 and 6 are learning about mountains for our theme ‘Saving our Environment’. To support and enhance your child's learning, we would like your child to carry out some independent research and learning to create a project linked to our topic.     
Here are some suggestions: 
· Maths: Research the heights of the highest mountain peak on each continent and create a graph to show your findings.

· Art: Use online images to help you create a piece of 2D or 3D art inspired by mountains. You could use pencils, paint, collage or any modelling techniques you have learned in school.

· Science: Research how mountains were formed and present your findings in a fun and interesting way.

· English: Write a story set on a mountain. You can choose the plot, the characters and the genre – have some fun writing for pleasure. Alternatively, you might want to research a famous mountain explorer and present a biography all about them.

· Geography: Draw a map of the UK and label where the different mountain peaks are in each country. As an extra challenge, add contours and label the heights of each peak.
